"They appeared in glory and were speaking about his exodus, which he was about

to fulfill in Jerusalem.” (Luke 9:31)

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ Jesus,
As the Lenten season begins, let’s come together in hope as we
journey with Jesus Christ. The Gospel of Luke 9:31 says,
“They appeared in glory and were speaking about his exodus,
which he was about to fulfill in Jerusalem.” What does this
word “exodus” mean for us? In Greek, it is €£060V (exodon),
a term rich with significance, echoing the great Exodus of the
Israelites from Egypt. Just as Moses led God’s people through
the wilderness toward the Promised Land, so too is Jesus
preparing for His own exodus—a journey through suffering
and death that will lead to resurrection and the liberation of
all humanity.
Let’s think about the important lessons in this story:
l.Freedom from Slavery: Imagine the Israelites feeling
trapped and weighed down by their chains. Their first
Exodus was a powerful moment of being freed from
slavery. Similarly, Christ’s exodus frees us from the
deeper struggles of sin and death, showing us a way to
true freedom.

2.A Purposeful Journey: Picture the Israelites moving
purposefully toward a promised land, not wandering
around without direction. Their journey was intentional,
leading them to a land of flowing milk and honey. In the
same way, Jesus’ journey to the cross is not a coincidence;
it’s a planned path of love and grace that leads us to
redemption.

3.Passing Through Water: Remember when the Israelites

faced the Red Sea, filled with fear? God parted the waters,
allowing them to walk through and leave their past behind. In
baptism, we also experience this divine moment, moving
through water into a new life, sharing in Christ’s death and
resurrection

4.Testing in the Wilderness: Imagine the Israelites in the vast

wilderness, facing challenges for 40 years. They struggled,
learned, and grew in their faith. Jesus also spent 40 days being
tempted in the wilderness. Now, we have our own 40 days of
Lent, a time to reflect and prepare our hearts.

Just as Jesus exodus to fulfill God's purpose, how can we
make our own exodus during this Lenten season? This
Lent, we are not just here to watch. We are invited to take
part in this journey. We follow Christ as He moves toward
Jerusalem, the cross, and the tomb that could not keep
Him.
With the help of the Holy Spirit, let's practice three things
this Lent:
1.Identify Our Egypt: Think about what is holding us
back. What sins, habits, or fears keep us from being
free? Take a moment to reflect and recognize your
"Egypt," the place where we feel stuck.
2.Accept Wilderness Discipline: Embrace the spiritual
practices of Lent—Ilike prayer, reading and studying the
Bible, fasting, and giving to others. These practices are
not a burden; they are ways to help us grow and
prepare our hearts for what’s ahead.
3.Remember the Promised Land: Keep our eyes on the
joy of Easter morning, when Christ’s journey was
completed in glory. Let the hope of the resurrection fill
us with purpose.
As we go through Lent, let’s remember the exodus of Jesus
Christ. It shows us how everything ends well from the very
start. Even when Jesus talks about His suffering, He shines
in glory, reminding us that the path includes death but leads
to resurrection. May this Lent be a meaningful exodus for
each of us—moving out of our personal struggles, through
the challenges we face, and toward the joy of Easter
morning.
